A.S.K Overview:
The Author, Specialist, and Knowledge program allows students to interview the author of a book or an area specialist(s) in the subject of the book. You should follow the ASK program steps in which you can review the steps on the attached sheet and or watch the ASK DVD provided in your kit. Or you can watch the ASK video online at http://www.misd.net/DistanceLearning/default.htm under the resources column on the right side of the web page. Classes that follow this process do a better job with the interview then students who just read the book and make up questions. 
Who Will the Students Interview:
You may not be interviewing the author of the book. See the “Information about the Specialist or Author” tab in the teacher resource notebook that has background information about the author or specialist the students will be interviewing. 

Additional Resources:
The notebook has supplemental lesson plans, activities, web and media resources, background information on the subject of the book along with newspaper clippings or other items of interest. A video or poster may also accompany the books. These supplemental materials are only supplemental. It is up to you whether or not these items are appropriate for your students and curricular goals.
Material Contents of the Kit:
Please look at the table of contents page in the teacher resource notebook. It will tell you how many books you should have along with other materials that are in the container. If you do not have the quantity of books stated, need more books for your class, or any other materials please contact Denise Jobe immediately to verify the quantity or to make arrangements for other materials. 

Book Numbering / Labeling System:
In the past there have been many comments about having the books you receive in the container numbered so that you can keep track of what student has what book in case books are lost or damaged. With so many teachers that use the materials throughout the year and the lost/damaged book situation it is almost impossible to number books per container. Therefore there are blank labels on the back of the book for you to use for student names and/or numbers. Do no write on the inside of the book, and do not use your own labels. Thank you for your cooperation.  

Also before the books are returned to the MISD please have the students remove bookmarks, sticky notes or any loose papers from the books. Remind the students that these are just like library books, others do use them and we need to keep them in good condition as long as possible so that others may use them in the future. Students may have to pay for their book if damaged beyond repair.
