Feeding and Swallowing Procedures

Observation by SLP/OT/PT
Make suggestions to adapt feeding plan

Notify the administrator and parent
of upcoming evaluation. Develop and

implement temporary feeding plan

If needed, the previous teacher or OT/SLP
may demonstrate feeding plan for new team

Formal Feeding and Swallowing
Evaluation by SLP/OT

If there is still a concern then the student
may be followed by an OT/SLP until a
successful feeding plan is established

Hold staffing
and design

feeding plan**
