Roses Spring General Collection version 6.08

The MSDS spring collection is for February 10, 2010.  Enter the following parameters in the MSDS extract screen.

Please remember that MSDS verifies students using their age as of 12/01/2009.
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Verify the system counts after extracting

Is the 39abc count number meeting expectations?

Do you have missing UIC codes?
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Please use the Errors and Warnings report from the MSDS extract to make your corrections.

An error must be corrected.

A warning is a notification that an inconsistency may exist.  You may be aware of a special situation that overrides this message, choosing to ignore the warning.

Verify your referral count and completion dates

Run the 39abc report before and after running the MSDS extract.
Did all the students with completed referrals between September and February have the MSDS date sent?
Please look at the “Sent MSDS” column.  If the “Sent MSDS” date is not a count date; such as: 06/30/2009, 09/30/2009, 02/10/2010 and the date is between this September and February 10 of this year, then please call David Thunder at (586)228-3375 to correct the problem.
Running the MSDS using a “non-official” count date for the extract will cause this problem.
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Roses system updates

Changes were made to support the end of year grade rollup in 2010 for PowerSchool.  The exit reason code was added to the “Graduate Seniors” process and the “Migrate Database” process.

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Correction to the General Education exit date

The Roses student demographic form was setting the general education exit date to the student’s birthday when adding a new student. This has been changed to set the general education leave date to spaces.  The conversion program cv036Feb.exe runs an update, setting the GE education leave date to spaces when the date is the same as the student’s birthday and the GE status code is blank.
Roses Report updates

Minor changes were made to support the Spring 2010 general collection.  An import screen is used to import student next school buildings from PowerSchool into Roses.

Correction to 39abc field sending data to the MSDS

In some cases students entering IEP referrals starting near the September count date may have not been sent in the February submission.  The program now checks three (3) months before the last count date for referrals that have completed in the reporting period. 
PowerSchool to Roses student next school update

Your PowerSchool administrator maintains the next student data in PowerSchool.  The school data in PowerSchool has a default next school number.  This number may be used when the majority of students transfer from one building to another.  The default next school number in PowerSchool is named “DfltNextSchool”.  For example:  graduating middle school students all go to one high school in the school district.

Each student has a variable name “Next_School” which may be updated in PowerSchool for each individual.

PowerSchool has a Michigan State reporting variable named “MI_SRSD_AdminUnit”, identifying the five (5) digit state building number reported to the State of Michigan.  This variable must be set for the PowerSchool to Roses next school update to work properly.
The PowerSchool extract obtains the student’s next school number and default next school number.  The two (2) school numbers are translated to the Michigan State reporting value and sent to Roses.  The Roses system finds the two (2) state school numbers in the building table, translating the codes to the Roses building numbers.

If the state building number in Roses is used in more than once, then the program will not update the student record, not knowing which building the student is going to attend next year. 

The PowerSchool administrator runs a special program to create the Roses next student update file.  The PowerSchool update button is found in the Migration/Rollover report.
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
